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Will Rogers Offers Flu Shots on the Fly  
H1N1 Flu Vaccine Offered to Traveling Public 

 

OKLAHOMA CITY, December 14, 2009 – Have a little time to spare before getting on the plane?  How 

about getting your flu shot?  In a continued effort to prevent the spread of the H1N1 and seasonal flu viruses 

during one of the busiest travel times of the year, Will Rogers World Airport will provide “Flu Shots on the 

Fly,” Friday December 18, from 8am to 6pm.  

 

“We know that people are incredibly busy this time of year.  Getting your H1N1 flu shot can easily be 

bumped down your list of things to do,” says Karen Carney, Public Information Manager.  “We believe the 

shots are an important preventive measure and wanted to make them accessible to the traveling public.” 

 

The shots will be administered by the Visiting Nurses Association (VNA), a non-profit organization that 

provides skilled nursing and support to indigent people throughout the state.  The VNA will offer the shots 

from 8am-9am in the administrative offices of the airport, and then move to the center of the concourse 

inside the secure area for the rest of the day. 

 

“The concourse location provides easy passenger access with less stress,” says Carney.  “Travelers are much 

more relaxed once they have passed through the checkpoint and they know they have a little bit of time 

before their flight.” 

 

Travelers can get both the H1N1 and seasonal flu shots at the same time.  H1N1 shots cost $15.  Seasonal flu 

shots are $25.  Proceeds from the shots support the VNA programs. The shots can be paid for with cash or 

with a check.  No credit cards will be accepted.  The VNA will file a claim for Medicare eligible customers.   

 

“Fly Shots on the Fly” is just one of the measures that Will Rogers has implemented to help prevent the 

spread of viruses in the airport.  In October, the airport placed hand sanitizer stations throughout the airport.  

The airport’s automatic toilet seat covers and touchless bathroom fixtures have been in place for several 

years. 

 

Even with these measures, the airport strongly urges that additional precautions recommended by the Centers 

for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) be taken. 

 

Those include: 

Cover nose and mouth with a tissue when coughing or sneezing 

Wash hands often with soap and water 

Avoid touching eyes, nose or mouth 
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Try to avoid close contact with sick people and if you are sick with flu-like illness, stay home for at least 

24 hours after your fever is gone except to get medical care or for other necessities. 

 

The H1N1 virus is spread the same way the seasonal flu is spread, mainly from person to person either through 

an infected person sneezing or coughing improperly, or touching an object or surface contaminated with the 

virus then touching one’s eyes, nose or mouth.  

 

The airport anticipates a full terminal this travel holiday.  Projections for the busiest days are Friday, 

December 18 through Christmas Day.
