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Resurfacing of Airport’s Terminal Drive Begins Tomorrow
Travelers and Visitors Should Anticipate Lane Closures and Slower Speeds

Beginning Monday morning, work begins on the resurfacing of Terminal Drive, the roadway leading in and out of the Will Rogers
World Airport terminal area. Terminal Drive, which begins just south of Amelia Earhart Drive and Meridian Avenue, is the
primary access road to airport parking, rental car garages, taxi and shuttle bus staging areas and passenger pick-up and drop-off
lanes at the terminal building. The project will begin with the outbound lanes.

Several other roadways that serve airport tenants in the area are also included in the project. They include: Air Cargo Road,
Meridian Avenue south of Amelia Earhart Drive, Amelia Earhart Drive, and 67" Street.

The resurfacing is divided into three phases and is anticipated to take 30 to 45 days to complete. All parking lots and garages will
be open during the process; however visitors may be directed to use different entrances from what are normally used.

As with any roadway project, drivers should anticipate lane closures and flagman controlling traffic and allow some extra time
in the event of traffic delays. All drivers are advised to slow down and use caution.
